Converted into a museum during the reign of Louis-Philippe 
between 1837 and 1847, the Chimay Attic had originally 

housed the apartments of courtiers under the Ancien 
Régime. These rooms take their name from the Princesse 
de Chimay the last lady-in-waiting to Marie-Antoinette, 
who remained loyal to the Queen until the royal family’s 

departure for the Tuileries in 1789.

Located above the Queen’s Apartments and overlooking the 
Midi Parterre, the Chimay Attic formerly displayed works 
relating to the Revolution and the Consulate, prior to the 

redesign of the museum route and the reorganisation of the 
South Attic.

The new project aims to bring together masterpieces from 
the second half of the 18th century. This pivotal period, 
marked by the troubled reign of Louis XVI and Marie-

Antoinette, the intellectual ferment of the Enlightenment 
and the upheaval of the French Revolution, will be explored 
through more than 150 paintings and sculptures, including 

twenty works currently undergoing restoration.

From October 2026, the Gallery of the Enlightenment and 
the Revolution will form part of the self-guided visitor route.

It will offer a fresh perspective on little-known figures 
and place in context the major events of French history, as 

depicted by leading artists such as Élisabeth Vigée Le Brun, 
Adélaïde Labille-Guiard, Jacques-Louis David and Jean-

Antoine Houdon.

By adopting a work, you will contribute directly to its display

now been kept in storage.

Their restoration involves meticulous cleaning and, where 
necessary, conservation treatment.

This final official portrait of Louis XVI (1791–1792) depicts him as a 
constitutional monarch. It will be displayed opposite Serment du Jeu 
de Paume [The Tennis Court Oath] by Jacques-Louis David. Created 
at a time when royal authority had not yet been fully challenged, this 

equestrian portrait presents the sovereign as the embodiment of a new 
political order.
